1. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 8:38 a.m.

Chairman Miller introduced and welcomed Commissioner VanDerWeide and City Manager Al Grieshaber.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF THE MEETINGS HELD ON SEPTEMBER 2, 2003 AND SEPTEMBER 9, 2003
Counsel advised of changes to the minutes dated September 2, 2003, for the purpose of clarification as follows:

Page 4, third line, insert the word “lease”.

Two lines down regarding the DMV lease, change to “it can” instead of you can.

Five more lines down “they have a responsibility to police” change to “they have a responsibility to police the leasehold parking”.

Page 8, Item J, 4th paragraph, line 3 begins “Discussion by Counsel”, change to “available for all airlines in the same class”.

Page 10, Item B, 7 lines down “Discussion regarding the fact that the name change had not been placed on the agenda”, insert “and three Board Members being absent”.

Next line where there was discussion regarding the proposed new logo “Previous motion did not pass”, delete.  After extensive discussion, there was a vote on the item later and it passed.

Chairman Miller advised regarding the proposed logo and going back up to the motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, there was a motion at a later time by Board Member Williams to pass the proposed new logo.  So we don’t have a statement about the previous motion by Board Member Howell.  

Counsel advised the motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, to approve the proposed new logo should have been withdrawn.  

Discussion continued.

President Dale advised that was not his recollection at all because he thought the logo passed.  

Counsel advised the proposed logo did pass later in the meeting by motion made by Board Member Williams. 

President Dale advised he would like to have the tape of the meeting reviewed for clarification.

Much discussion with two or more people talking at once.  Unable to understand what is being said.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, to approve minutes of the meeting held on September 2, 2003, as corrected by Counsel, and subject to clarification of the Item B concerning the proposed new logo.

Discussion continued.

Motion passed.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Gibson, to approve the minutes of the meeting held on September 9, 2003.

Motion passed.

Chairman Miller introduced and welcomed Commissioner Dick VanDerWeide.

3. PRESIDENT’S REPORT
President Dale reported on the following:

1) Request to Southern Region of the FAA for a copy of their (secret) candidate list for discretionary funding

President Dale advised staff had been led to believe by Krystal Hudson of the FAA Airport District Office in Orlando that there was no discretionary funding available and that Sanford need not apply.  We have learned a valuable lesson.  Upon pursuit of funding for some of our projects, we found out that discretionary funding for this year had been closed out and Sanford did not get discretionary funding.  He had discovered quite by accident through an email that FAA maintains an internal, somewhat secret, list of airport candidates called “Initial Candidate List”, which consists of airports who may receive discretionary funding.  If an airport is not on that list, they are not eligible for discretionary funding.  Sanford is not on that list.  A copy of the list had been requested so we could find out how Sanford could get on the list.   We were denied a copy of the list.  The document was not forthcoming.   Request had been made by Counsel under the Freedom of Information Act for Public Records for a copy of the list and that was denied.   He advised he would continue his attempts to get a copy of the list.  

Discussion ensued regarding discretionary and entitlement funding.

Chairman Miller suggested that a group be put together to include the President, Executive Vice President, Counsel, Consulting Engineers and perhaps one or two other people to quietly discuss the issue and see how we can help work through this problem.  

Discussion by Board Member Howell.

Chairman Miller advised we are dealing with a federal agency and there may be other elements that the President is not aware of.  He asked that the Board indulge that opportunity.

President Dale advised he would like to find a way to better our relations with the Airport District Office.  He had even thought about hiring Jack Reynolds, formerly with the FAA Airport District Office.

Discussion continued regarding funding for airport projects.

2) Midway/Sanford Orlando International Airport Service Plan Transit Service

President Dale briefed the Board on proposed Lynx transit service, which would provide a loop on/around the Airport and service six days a week with service also going as far as CR 415.  This transit service would be financed by a grant from Seminole County with no cost to the Airport.  The Authority would provide appropriate bus stops for the new transit service.  

Discussion ensued.

Motion by Board Member Glenn, seconded by Board Member Pieters, authorizing the Authority to provide bus stops for this new transit service.

Motion passed.

3) Consider approval to request that the City of Sanford designate the President, Executive Vice President and four (4) Vice Presidents as Senior Management Service Class for the Florida Retirement System (FRS).
President Dale requested approval for staff to request that the City of Sanford designate the President, Executive Vice President and four Vice Presidents as Senior Management Service Class for the Florida Retirement System (FRS).  FRS had advised that would be the appropriate class for these positions.  It would increase the percentage value earned for each year of service from 1.6% to 2% at an estimated annual cost of an additional $11,000.00 or $12,000.00.

Discussion ensued.

Chairman Miller advised the President was covering Item 4 of the add on agenda items.  He asked if there was any objection to pulling the item from the add on agenda.  Seeing and hearing no objection, a motion was made as follows.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Pieters, approving staff’s request to the City of Sanford designating the President, Executive Vice President and four Vice Presidents as Senior Management Service Class for the Florida Retirement System (FRS).  FRS had advised that would be the appropriate class for these positions and it would increase the percentage value earned for each year of service from 1.6% to 2% at an estimated annual cost of an additional $11,000.00 or $12,000.00.

Staff advised a budget amendment would be required.

Motion passed.

4) Lease of Grove Caretakers Building on a month to month basis for storage purposes by 

President Dale advised he normally would not recommend the Board stray from their requirement for annual leases, however, this is an old clapboard building in the grove.  The proposed lessee would utilize the building to park and store some equipment.  He has been staying in a hotel.  He did not have a prepared lease at this time but requested approval to lease the building for $500.00 per month on a month-to-month basis.

Discussion by Board Member Howell regarding the building being up to code.

President Dale advised the building is up to code.  We make sure our buildings are up to code.  The proposed tenant is not going to live in the building.  He may stay there a few nights, but even as far as living there, the building is up to code.  We have had someone living in the building in the past year and a half.  This proposed tenant has indicated that he will make some improvements to the building, which will benefit the Airport Authority.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, to approve the month-to-month lease as recommended.  

Motion passed.

5) Incubator Grand Opening Wednesday, October 16, 2003

President Dale advised we have had a grand opening ceremony set up for the Incubator Building.  We sent those invitations out with an incorrect date.  In the process of correcting the date, we found out that Thursday, October 16 is also the date of a meeting of the Wekiva River Basin Task Force, which would be attended by many of the same people we wish to have attend the Incubator Grand Opening.  Since we have to send out new invitations anyway, he would like to change the date since the County was instrumental in our incubator project.  A new invitation would be sent out as soon as a date could be decided upon.

6) Authorize $50,000 marketing incentive for the purpose of bringing traffic to the Airport and to be paid out of reserves

President Dale advised the Board had authorized $75,000 in marketing incentives at last month’s meeting.  He requested authorization for an additional $50,000 as airline marketing incentive, and would come out of reserves.

Discussion ensued.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, to approve the President’s request for $50,000 in additional marketing incentives to be taken out of reserves.    

Motion passed.

7) Continued discussion with U. S. Customs & Border Protection

President Dale advised discussion of the problems was coming along much better.  They have improved a lot, however, we still have crowds , and mainly because of the way flights from the UK are scheduled.

Discussion ensued.

President Dale briefed the Board on a new program called “US VISIT”.  Sanford has been designated as one of the Airports chosen to initiate this program.   A site assessment and briefing by consultants was scheduled, and more details would follow.  This will undoubtedly create another bout of governmental mandates and create more lines and headaches.

Discussion ensued.

8) Commerce Park Pond

Pictures were shown of the new pond and a committee was formed to name the pond. 

The following were appointed to the committee:  Lon Howell; Robbie Robertson; Colonel Gibson, and Sandra Glenn. 

4. EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT
1) Executive Vice President White requested a report on monthly financials by Bryant Garrett.

Vice President Garrett reported.

Discussion ensued.

Chairman Miller requested that in the future that the budget completed last year and the year just completed be presented so the Board can see what we actually spent, what the budget was for the last year, and compare the budget just approved.

Discussion continued.  

Chairman Miller advised the Board very much appreciates the effort put forth by the Vice President of Finance and CFO.

2) Executive Vice President White briefed the Board regarding the “Tony Janus  Award”, a black tie dinner on October 22, 2003, at the Airport Marriott in Tampa, for which the Airport Authority has sponsored a corporate table.  He asked that anyone wishing to attend contact Ann.

3) The construction season for several projects has begun with pre-construction meetings for Taxiway ALP yesterday and Taxiway B today.

4) We will have a kick off meeting with the FAA for the Airport Master Plan Update in several weeks.

5. COUNSEL’S REPORT

Counsel reported on the following:

1) Request another 30-day extension on the Cowan Contract.

Motion by Board Member Glenn, seconded by Board Member Howell, authorizing a 30-day extension as requested by Counsel.

Motion passed.

2) Bank of America Loan Closing

Documents were due to be signed today.

3) Twenty or so properties north of  the Airport to be purchased and title work to be done through the Authority’s Consultant

Counsel advised he had made our consultants aware of the significant title work to be done.

Discussion regarding a public information meeting with the property owners, Airport Land Acquisition Consultants, and the FAA.

4) JettAire

Counsel apologized for not getting corrections to the minutes back in a timely manner.  

6. TBI REPORT
TBI President Larry Gouldthorpe reported on the following:

1) Passenger counts up 20% this September over September 2002.

2) Domestic passenger increase of 16%.

Mr. Gouldthorpe expressed his appreciation for assistance given by the Board and Staff regarding the problems with delays of passengers in Customs, in particular assistance given by Jack Dow had been most helpful.

8) UK Season

Counsel advised he had spoken with Mr. Gouldthorpe on the subject of Parking Lot D and it seems the simplest thing to do would be for OSI to sublet that parking facility to OSD.  That seems to be the direction that will be taken.

President Dale advised the Authority appreciated the new entrance road to the Airport.

8. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
Chairman Miller advised staff had provided new shirts to Board Members.

Chairman Miller advised on a sad note of the death of Doug Williams, younger Brother of Board Member John Williams.  Staff had sent flowers on behalf of the Board.

Chairman Miller advised in his commitment as chairman, he tried to start meetings on time and try to get members out of the meeting within an hour and a half.  

9. consent agenda
A. Consider approval of Lease No. 2003-36 with Baggit, Inc., d/b/a/ RWE Distributing, for Building 515–2, located at 2842 Mellonville Avenue (Airport Enterprise Center).  
Staff recommended approval of Lease No. 2003-36 with Baggit, Inc. d/b/a RWE Distributing, for Building 515-2, located at 2842 Mellonville Avenue. The lease consists of 1,500 square feet of office/warehouse space at $7.45 per square foot. The term is for five (5) years, commencing upon the completion of the interior build out [anticipated date is December 1, 2003] with two (2) successive 1-year options. Rent payable for years 3, 4 and 5 of the initial term shall be assessed as the fair market rental rate provided the annual increase shall not exceed 3% each year.  The annual rent is $11,175.00; the monthly rent is $931.25.

B. Consider approval of Lease No. 2003-37 with Mary Etta Cowan for Building 536, located at 2950 Cameron Avenue [residence].  

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2003-37 with Mary Etta Cowan for Building 536, located at 2950 Cameron Avenue [residence].  The lease consists of 574 square feet, and the term is for one (1) year, effective October 15, 2003.  The annual rent is $1,200.00; the monthly rent is $100.00.
C. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease No. 2001-25 with Faith Missionary Churches, Inc. for Building 512, located at 3002 Beardall Avenue [church].  

Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-25 with Faith Missionary Churches, Inc., for Building 512, located at 3002 Beardall Avenue [church].  The Addendum extends the lease term for one (1) year, under the same terms and conditions.  The annual rent is $1.00.
D. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease No. 2001-31 with Lee and Vicki Conner for Building 511, located at 3010 Cameron Avenue [residence].    

Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-31 with Lee and Vicki Conner for Building 511, located at 3010 Cameron Avenue [residence].  The Addendum extends the lease term for one (1) year, effective October 1, 2003.  The annual rent is $6,900.00, an annual increase of $300.00; the monthly rent is $575.00.
E. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-30 with Pete Michael Meadows, Jr. for Building 510, located at 3070 Cameron Avenue [residence].  

Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-30 with Pete Michael Meadows, Jr. for Building 510, located at 3070 Cameron Avenue [residence].  The Addendum extends the lease for one (1) year, effective under the same terms and conditions.  The annual rent is $7,200.00; the monthly rent is $600.00.

F. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease No. 2001-37 with Edwina J. Casad for Building 301, located at 2822 Aileron Circle [residence].

Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-37 with Edwina J. Casad for Building 301, located at 2822 Aileron Circle [residence].   The Addendum extends the lease for one (1) year, effective November 1, 2003.  The annual rent is $8,400.00, an annual increase of $300.00; the monthly rent is $700.00.
G. Consider approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2001-38 with Jason and Angie Colbert for Building 514, located at 3055 Cameron Avenue [residence].

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease Number 2001-38 with Jason and Angie Colbert for Building 514, located at 3055 Cameron Avenue [residence].   The Addendum extends the lease for three (3) years, effective October 23, 2003.  The annual rent is $4,800.00, an annual increase of $4,799.00; the monthly rent is $400.00.

Note:  This property was purchased by the Airport with the $8.3 M FDOT grant.  Rental terms for the 3-year lease option period were negotiated with the seller as part of the sales contract. 

H. Consider approval of health insurance Plan 999T (HMO) and Plan 1099T (PPO) with United Healthcare for 2003-2004, effective November 1, 2003

Staff recommended approval of health insurance Plan 999T (HMO) and Plan 1099T (PPO) with United Healthcare for 2003-2004, effective November 1, 2003.  Percentage increase for Plan 999T is 2.90%; percentage increase for Plan 1099T is 3.34%.  Basic coverage remains the same with the exception of the following items:

· Physician visit increases from $10 to $15.

· Hospital stay increases from $400 per stay to $500 per day for a maximum charge of 3 days.  

· Outpatient Surgery increases from $50 to $250.

· Outpatient Diagnostic increases from $50 to $100.

· Vision care increases from $10 to $15.

· Prescriptions increase from $8/$25/$40 to $10/$30/$50.

Note:  
Annual out of pocket maximum remains the same at $1,500 per person/$3,000 per family.


I. Consider approval of renewal of dental insurance with The Principal for 2003-2004, effective November 1, 2003
Staff recommended approval of renewal of dental insurance with The Principal for 2003-2004, effective November 1, 2003.  Coverage remains the same with an increase of approximately 13%. 

J. Consider approval of proposed new street names within the Southeast Ramp Hangar Development project, located at 3350 Beardall Avenue

Staff recommended approval of proposed new street names within the Southeast Ramp Hangar Development project, located at 3350 Beardall Avenue. 

K. Consider approval of Amendment #1 to Task Order #1 with Hoyle, Tanner & Associates, Inc., for construction phase services in the Taxiway Lima-Alpha-Papa Project
This task order amendment permits Hoyle, Tanner to provide various construction phase services to the Authority during the Taxiway Lima-Alpha-Papa Project.  As the Design Engineer-of-Record for the project, these services consist of such things as attending contractor and SAA staff meetings, processing of shop drawings and contractor submittals, site inspections, plans interpretation, review of contractor pay requests, final inspection, provision of construction acceptance testing (through a subcontractor laboratory), and provision of record drawings at the conclusion of the project.

The fee for these services is $65,000, and is included in the eligible costs of the FDOT TOPS grant and the anticipated FAA grant which will come in later this fiscal year.

Staff recommended approval of Amendment #1 to Task Order #1 with Hoyle Tanner & Associates, Inc., for construction phase services in the Taxiway Lima-Alpha-Papa Project, and authorization for execution of all necessary documents.
L. Consider approval of Task Order #2 with Avcon, Inc., for construction phase services during the Taxiway Bravo East Extension Project

This task order amendment permits Avcon to provide various construction phase services to the Authority during the Taxiway Bravo East Extension Project.  As the Design Engineer-of-Record for the project, these services consist of such things as attending contractor and SAA staff meetings, processing of shop drawings and contractor submittals, site inspections, plans interpretation, review of contractor pay requests, final inspection, construction surveys, provision of construction acceptance testing, and provision of record drawings at the conclusion of the project.  Several of the above services will be provided by subcontractors of Avcon who are Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBEs).

The fee for these services is $137,000, and is included in the eligible costs of the FAA grant, which has already been received and accepted by the Authority.

It is important to note that this project represents the first FAA-funded one in which the Airport Authority will be providing construction management and resident project inspection services through our own in-house personnel, which the FAA calls "force account."  By doing this work ourselves, we can save a substantial amount versus what is normally charged by a contractor, and we have significantly better control over project management during the process.

Staff recommended approval of  Task Order #2 with Avcon, Inc., for construction phase services during the Taxiway Bravo East Extension Project, and authorization for execution of all necessary documents.

M. Consider approval of FDOT Joint Participation Agreement #414784-1-94-01 for Construction of Taxiways Lima, Alpha, and Papa

Staff requested this grant agreement from FDOT to add to the overall funding package for the design and construction of the Taxiway Lima-Alpha-Papa Project.  The FDOT has already provided a $1.5 million grant (100% funding with no SAA match required) under the Transportation Outreach Program (TOPS).  However, the total cost of this project is approximately $2.416 million, which leaves an anticipated funding shortfall of $916,352.

FDOT has offered the subject grant in the amount of $40,550, which will be used in conjunction with the upcoming FAA entitlement grant of more than $824,000, and the SAA's 5% matching portion of $45,817.  Once the FAA issues its grant later this fiscal year, the FDOT will come back and supplement today's grant in an additional amount of approximately $5,267 in order to provide the precise dollars needed to balance the total project cost.  At that time, the SAA and FDOT shares will both equal approximately $45,817.

Staff recommended acceptance and approval of FDOT Joint Participation Agreement #414784-1-94-01 for Construction of Taxiways Lima, Alpha, and Papa, and authorization for execution of all necessary documents.

N. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-24 with John G. Maijub fir 33.55 acres of land on the south side of Marquette Avenue (cattle grazing
Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-24 with John G. Maijub for 35.55 acres of land on the south side of Marquette Avenue to be used for cattle grazing.  The addendum extends the lease for one (1) year, effective September 26, 2003, under the same terms and conditions.  The annual rent is $800.00

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Glenn, to approve the Consent Agenda Items A through N.

President Dale advised he would change Item B Consider approval of Lease No. 2003-37 with Mary Etta Cowan for Building 536, located at 2950 Cameron Avenue [residence].  to become effective upon closing.

Change accepted as to first and second.

Motion passed.

Add on Consent Agenda Items:

1. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2000-04 with The Toro Company for Building 502-2 in the Cargo Centre, located at 2927-2931 Carrier Avenue

Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2000-04 with The Toro Company for Building 502-2 in the Cargo Centre, located at 2927-2931 Carrier Avenue.  Addendum B adds an additional 3,000 square feet of storage space, bringing the total square footage leased to 9,000 square feet.  The term is month-to-month.  The annual rent is $58,500.00, an annual increase of $19,500.00; the monthly rent is $4,875.00.

2. Consider approval of Lease Number 2003-38 with Craggs Construction for Building 298N, located at 3105 Rudder Circle

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2003-38 with Craggs Construction for Building 298N, located at 3105 Rudder Circle.  The term is for six (6) months, effective November 1, 2003.  The monthly rent is $650.00.

3. Consider approval of Lease Number 2003-39 with Craggs Construction for Building 300N, located at 3106 Rudder Circle

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2003-39 with Craggs Construction for Building 300N, located at 3106 Rudder Circle.  The term is for six (6) months, effective October 7, 2003.  The monthly rent is $650.00.

President Dale asked for approval of his discretion of working with Counsel on occasions when month-to-month leases would be desirable, as in the case of the month-to-month leases above for a period of six-months above.

Motion passed.

A. Consider approval of bonus package for President & CEO

President Dale briefed the Board with a properties update dated April 1, 2003, a copy of which is attached.

After tallying of evaluation forms, which had been turned in to Counsel by Board Members and discussion, it was recommended that the Board approve a cash bonus of 15% for President Dale.
Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, to approve a cash bonus of 15% for President Dale.

Motion passed.

Discussion regarding deferred compensation.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, to approve deferred compensation at the maximum contribution of $12,000.00 

for President Dale.

Motion passed.

President Dale thanked the Board for the evaluation and bonus.

B. Consider approval of FDOT Joint Participation Agreement FM No. 415957-1-94-01 for design, engineering and construction of a corporate hangar and associated ramp

At the Authority’s request, the FDOT has offered a grant agreement that will be used to construct a large hangar for Southern Jet Center just west of their current facilities.  The grant will be for $500,000.00 and will be used with SAA’s matching portion to complete the overall funding package available for the project.  The SAA portion could exceed $500,000.00 depending on the final project cost, but FDOT’s share will not increase.  The SAA share will come from the Authority’s surplus fund.

Staff recommended acceptance and approval of the grant agreement, as well as authorization for execution of all necessary documents.

Motion by Board Member Robertson, seconded by Board Member Howell, accepting and approving the grant agreement, and authorization for execution of all necessary documents.

Motion passed.

Discussion regarding display or artwork at the terminal.

Discussion regarding Brownfield funding.

President Dale advised November is the traditional meeting where the Board elects officers.

Discussion regarding naming of the pond and formation of a committee.  

Chairman Miller appointed Board Member Glenn as Chairman of the Committee and Board Members Robertson, Gibson and Howell to serve on the Committee, working with the President and Vice President of Administration.
