INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS AND CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 8:40 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING HELD ON 

TUESDAY, MAY 7, 2002
Motion by Board Member Gibson, seconded by Board Member Howell, to approve the minutes of the Regular Board Meeting held on Tuesday, May 7, 2002.

Motion passed.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT
President Dale reported on the following:

Global Construction Managers, Inc. and Meridian Consulting Group agreement and modification of contract 

Counsel advised the Authority has a contract with Global Construction Managers, Inc., to do some horizontal work around the international terminal area.  It is a three phase project and is on a very tight time schedule due to the incoming British traffic that begins to peak in May.  For various reasons the project got behind schedule and it was apparent to everyone that the third phase of three would not meet the completion schedule of May 1.  The parties have agreed to suspend Phase 3 until November 1, 2002, when our season weakens and there is less traffic and less inconvenience to the traveling public.  In addition, the agreement provides resolution of three of four claims that were made by the contractor regarding additional compensation he felt he was entitled to.  The fourth claim is left unresolved and the amount is approximately $100,000.  The Chairman, President Dale, Executive Vice President White, and Counsel had listened to presentations by the contractor; we listened to our consultants; and we were unable to resolve that issue between the parties.  However, the President and Counsel are comfortable in recommending that we go ahead and put that item aside and deal with it when we can.  Obviously if we can’t resolve it with the contractor and the bonding company who is working with the contractor we will be in some sort of arbitration, mediation, or litigation.  The Board needs to understand there is still some potential risk.   The other thing that is important is that because of the delays there are several hundred thousand dollars of liquidated damages, which have accrued to the Authority, if you assume that the delays were not caused by any actions of the Authority or its consultants.  The Chairman, President Dale, and Counsel have discussed this and agreed that we would recommend to the Board that we waive those liquidated damages on the condition that the Contractor comes back, finishes Phase 3 on a timely basis and in a workman like manner.  The compromise is that the contractor is going to shut down their operation and remobilize in November to assist us, and we are going to agree that if they do the job right we can live with being done this fall and waive liquidated damages.

President Dale advised several minor issues that were settled are testing in the amount of $6,196, some extra saw cutting we did totally outside of the contract, and some over-excavation that was done on a change order that we settled on for $10,000.  The suspension would include taking care of some work that relates to grades and drainage.  It is a good settlement.  He recommended going forward.  He thanked Scott Ronning, Global Construction Managers, Inc., for staying on the job and working with Meridian to work the job through and complete Phase 2.  This was a difficult job for many reasons.  We are in good shape and we did not disrupt our traffic.  John Morris, the attorney for U.S. Fire & Casualty, would be faxing a letter, which we should have later on this morning. 

Approval was recommended.  

President Dale advised it might be appropriate if Counsel wanted to delay the item until the letter is received from U.S. Fire & Casualty.

Board Member Longstaff asked why the Authority would leave the $100,000 claim on the table and release the liquidated damages.  It seems like we are keeping more liability than we are giving up.

Discussion ensued.

President Dale advised when they got ready to do the paving in Phase 1 we had a grade bust from our design standpoint that caused some situations, which he did not want to go into because it might jeopardize our rights at a later time.

Counsel advised he could only add that he had met with the Chairman, President, and Executive Vice President and listened to what evidence we believe exists with regard to the claim.  We are comfortable that we do not have much exposure there.  He had spoken with the attorneys for the bonding company and they are not going to litigate a claim like that unless they are comfortable that they will win.  They understand the cost of litigation.

President Dale advised having gone through similar situations and dealing with problems of this kind, this one had worked out very well.  

The item would be brought back upon receipt of the anticipated fax letter from U.S. Fire & Casualty.

ALAMO Rent a Car

Counsel reported on ALAMO Rent a Car, advising he had been trying to talk with ALAMO representatives for several months.  ALAMO has filed for bankruptcy and they are reorganizing.  They are trying to consolidate the operation that they own, National and ALAMO.  They have been able to get the U.S. Bankruptcy Court in Delaware to agree and force airports across the country to allow ALAMO to dual brand their National and ALAMO product.  In our airport we had an RFP several years ago and in response to that ALAMO was awarded a concession at Orlando Sanford.  ALAMO had contacted Counsel last week and he would be meeting with them.  Alamo’s intent is to bring in the National brand at the ALAMO location so their shirts will all say ALAMO/National.  They want to talk with us about our position.  They are currently negotiating with Orlando International whom they owe some $800,000.  One of the good things for our airport is that if they come in and assume the agreement with Orlando Sanford they have to cure all of the pre-bankruptcy issues.  We should be able to get all of our money owed as part of the assumption agreement that ALAMO will pursue.

a. Consider approval of Lease Number 2002-17 with Archie Lee, Jr., d/b/a Lee’s Olde World Pine for 4,480 square feet of Building 6 located at 2738 Navigator Avenue

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2002-17 with Archie Lee, Jr., d/b/a Lee’s Olde World Pine, for 4,480 square feet of Building 6, located at 2738 Navigator Avenue.  The term is for one (1) year, with two (2) successive one (1)-year options.  The annual rent is $13,440.00; the monthly rent is $1,120.00 effective June 4, 2002.

Note:  Archie Lee, Jr., d/b/a Lee’s Olde World Pine also leases Building 407 at 1211 26th Place, immediately north of Building 6.

b. Consider approval of Lease Number 2002-18 with Wayne T. Berzinis for 280 square feet of office space located at 2915 Carrier Avenue in the Cargo Centre

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2002-18 with Wayne T. Berzinis, for 280 square feet of office space, located at 2915 Carrier Avenue, in the Cargo Centre.  The term is for one (1) year.  The annual rent is $3,600.00; the monthly rent is $300.00, effective June 1, 2002.

c. Consider approval of Lease Number 2002-19 with COMAIR Aviation Academy for 977.6 square feet of Building 113 located at 2729 Flightline Avenue

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2002-19 with COMAIR Aviation Academy, for 977.6 square feet of Building 113, located at 2729 Flightline Avenue.  The term is for one (1) year, with two (2) successive, one (1)-year options.  The annual rental is $2,932.80; the monthly rent is $244.40, effective July 1, 2002.

d. Consider approval of Addendum A to Lease Number 2000-13 with Nicholas Mech for 1,020 square feet of Building 317 located at 1690 Hangar Road

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease Number 2000-13 with Nicholas Mech, for 1,020 square feet of Building 317, located at 1690 Hangar Road.  The addendum extends the term for one (1) additional year, at the same rate.  The annual rent is $4,080.00; the monthly rent is $340.00, effective July 1, 2002.

e. Consider approval of Addendum A to Lease Number 2001-07 with AMG USA, Inc., for the rental of 280 square feet of office space located at 2905 Carrier Avenue in the Cargo Centre

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease Number 2001-07 with AMG USA, Inc., for rental of 280 square feet of office space located at 2905 Carrier Avenue in the Cargo Centre.  The addendum extends the term for one (1) additional year at the same rate.  The annual rent is $4,200.00; the monthly rent is $350.00 effective May 1, 2002.

 Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Wright, to approve the Consent Agenda Items A through E.

President Dale advised only the COMAIR lease did not have a personal guarantee.

DISCUSSION AGENDA

a. Consider approval of contract with JEJ & Associates, Inc., for state governmental representation

President Dale advised pursuant to the Board’s direction at last month’s meeting, he had met with Lena Juarez and negotiated terms for a new contract with her firm to represent the Authority in state governmental affairs.  

Following are the principal business terms recommended for the Board to approve in a new contract with JEJ and Associates, Inc.

Term:
The new contract would begin on June 1, 2002, and run for two (2) years until May 31, 2004.  Unless the Airport provides the firm with 30 days written notice prior to May 31, 2004, of our intent not to renew, the contract would automatically extend for an additional year until May 31, 2005.

Fee:
The fee for the first year would be $65,000, and the fee for the second year would be $70,000.  As in the current contract, we would reimburse the firm for reasonable expenses that are approved in advance by us.  For comparison purposes, we are currently paying JEJ an annual fee of $52,500, plus reimbursement for expenses.

Staff recommended approval of the terms and authorization for execution of the necessary contract documents.

Motion by Board Member Robertson, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, to approve the terms of the contract negotiated with JEJ & Associates and authorization for execution of the necessary contract documents.

Discussion ensued.

Motion passed.

b. Consider approval of Change Orders 1, 2, 3, and 4 with Ranger Construction Industries, Inc., for reconstruction of Taxiways L, R, C, & B-4 Project

President Dale advised several change orders were necessary in order to accommodate field conditions that were unforeseen during the design of this project, and to provide better constructability by changing some materials.  They are detailed below:

Change Order #1 substituted limerock sub-base for soil cement and cement treated base.  This was a no cost change order and did not change the contract time.

Change Order #2 provided for the removal and replacement of 304 linear feet of concrete pipe underneath Taxiway Lima.  This item increased the contract price by $46,552, and added 13 days to the project.

Change Order #3 provided an additional 3,000 tons of limerock in order to supplement a shortage of existing on-site reused material.  This added $31,350 to the contract price, and did not change the contract completion time.

Change Order #4 provides for additional reconstruction work involving concrete milling and asphalt overlay at the intersection of Runway 18/36 and Taxiway Charlie.  This change order adds $77,978.82 to the contract price, and increases the contract time by 12 days.

The total of these change orders increases the contract price from the original $2,815,417.75 to $2,971,298.57.  The total contract completion time has increased from the original 170 days to 195 days.  The increase in cost is about 5% of the original contract amount, well within the normal 15% FAA grant overage that is typically allowed for construction projects.

Executive Vice President White advised the FAA and the FDOT had offered separate grants so that 95% of the $77,000 cost for Change Order #4 would be covered by grants.  

Staff recommended approval of the change orders as well as authorization for Staff to execute the necessary documents.

Motion by Board Member Wright, seconded by Board Member Howell, to approve Change Orders #1, #2, #3, and #4 and authorize Staff to execute the necessary documents as recommended.

Discussion regarding the substitution of limerock for soil cement.

Motion passed.

c. Consider acceptance and approval of FDOT Joint Participation Agreement Number 413336 1-94-01 and FAA Grant Agreement Number 3-12-0069-035-2002 for rehabilitation of Runway 18/36 intersection and the west general aviation ramp
President Dale advised the FAA and FDOT have responded to our request for a grant to conduct a rehabilitation of pavements on the West General Aviation ramp near the COMAIR Aviation Academy and on Runway 18/36 near the intersection of Taxiway Charlie.  These pavement sections are failing due to age and the extraordinary amount of use they have been getting.  PBS&J is currently designing a recommended solution that will likely involve the reconstruction and/or overlay of certain areas of these sections.  The FAA has requested that we complete the engineering quickly in order that we can have the project out for bid by mid-June and under contract for construction by mid-July.

The grant agreements have been offered by the FAA in the amount of $392,356, and by FDOT in the amount of $21,797, which represents 90% and 5% respectively, of a total project cost of $435,951.  The SAA matching 5% share of $21,797 will be covered by funds in the current budget for grant-related capital improvements.

Discussion regarding phases of the project.

Staff recommended acceptance of the grant agreements and authorization for the Chairman, Board Members, and Staff to execute the necessary documents.

Motion by Board Member Robertson, seconded by Board Member Howell, to accept the grant agreements, and approve authorization for the Chairman, Board Members, and Staff to execute the necessary documents.

Discussion by Board Member Longstaff regarding the procedure for getting these grants without even knowing what a project will cost.

President Dale advised it was a very difficult situation.  Victor White does a good job of working these things up and getting these grants.  

Executive Vice President White advised many times they will give you a certain amount of dollars and the project has to fit the dollars.  That has been our challenge.

Discussion continued.

Motion passed.

d. Consider acceptance and approval of FDOT Joint Participation Agreement Number 413337-1-94-01 and FAA Grant Agreement to acquire Aircraft Rescue Fire Fighting Vehicles, and authorization for issuance of purchase orders
President Dale advised two new Aircraft Rescue and Fire Fighting (ARFF) vehicles are needed in order for the Airport to meet the increased regulatory demands placed upon us by the introduction of the larger Airbus A-330 wide bodied aircraft that have recently become the aircraft of choice for the European airlines.  One vehicle is a 3,000-gallon water/foam truck, and the other is a smaller dry chemical Rapid Intervention Vehicle (RIV) command truck.  The FAA has approved the specifications for both of these trucks and authorized us to obtain competitive bids for their purchase.

We opened bids for the two vehicles on May 17, 2002, and the total cost will be $1,014,727.  The FAA will be offering a 90% grant of $913,255, which breaks down to a State share of $50,736 and SAA share of $50,736.  The SAA portion is included in the current year grant-related capital equipment budget.  The 3,000-gallon vehicle will be produced by Emergency One, an Ocala-based company, for $743,893.  The RIV will be produced by American LaFrance at a cost of $270,834.  Delivery times will be about 9 months from date of order.

FDOT has offered a 5% grant to assist the Authority in purchasing the two new ARFF vehicles.  The total available from the State in this particular grant is $46,000 based upon their internal budget programming.  The State estimated that the total cost would be $957,000, and their portion was allocated prior to opening of actual bids, so it will be adjusted upwards through a Supplemental Agreement at a later date to provide a true 5% share of total costs.

Prior to the July board meeting, the FAA will be offering its grant agreement to us based upon the above bid amounts, and the FAA typically requires an immediate processing of these agreements.  Therefore, we recommend acceptance of the FAA grant and authorization for Staff to execute the necessary documents when they arrive.

Chief Shanley described the two ARFF vehicles.

President Dale advised this type of grant could be even more difficult to obtain than others.  A lot of work had been done by Staff, including Chief Shanley, Victor White, Jack Dow, and Bryant Garrett, to get the grant for these fire vehicles.  This grant is discretionary money, not entitlement money.  

Staff recommended acceptance of the FDOT grant agreement, and authorization for the Chairman and Board Members to execute the necessary documents. 

Additionally, Staff recommended authorization to issue purchase orders for the vehicles.  However, as protection for the Authority, staff will follow standard procedure for grant-funded acquisitions, and not contract for the purchases until after receipt of fully executed grant agreements from both the FAA and the FDOT.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Wright, to accept and approve FDOT Joint Participation Agreement Number 413337-1-94-01 and FAA Grant Agreement to acquire Aircraft Rescue Fire Fighting Vehicles, authorization for the Chairman, Board Members, and Staff to execute the necessary documents, and authorization for issuance of conditional purchase orders.

Motion passed.

e. Consider approval of contract with Infrastructure Management Group, Inc., to conduct a financial performance audit of terminal operators
President Dale advised, as approved by the Board in the current budget, we are ready to begin the financial and performance audit of OSI and OSD in order to determine their compliance with the various leases and operating agreements through which they manage the Authority’s airline terminals.

We will be contracting with Infrastructure Management Group, Inc. (IMG) from Bethesda, Maryland to do the audit.  IMG is the same firm, which we used to assist in the original negotiations with TBI that led to the management contract with OSD to operate the Domestic Terminal on our behalf.  IMG is the pre-eminent firm in the country, which specializes in privatization issues, so we will be getting the services of the very best firm to do this type of audit.

The focus of the audit will be to determine whether OSI/OSD are performing according to the various agreements with the Authority.  An additional component is to determine their compliance with U.S. airport industry standards and the regulatory requirements of the FAA.  IMG will also benchmark the costs and revenues reported by OSI/OSD with respect to several other comparable airports, using industry performance measures that are nationally accepted.

Upon completion of the audit, IMG will prepare a written report to the Authority containing all of the findings and recommendations for improvement or changes in OSI/OSD practices.  The audit is expected to take approximately 6 to 8 weeks to complete, and the work will begin shortly after Board approval of the contract.

We allocated $30,000 in the current fiscal year operations budget for this audit based upon our original scope of auditing just OSD.  We now believe that in order to get a more complete picture of the entirety of the TBI presence on the Airport that we should audit their total operation, including OSI.  Thus, IMG will charge us $45,000 to do both TBI entities, and the additional cost can easily be absorbed in the professional services account.

Approval was recommended for Staff to execute the contract.

Motion by Board Member Wright, seconded by Board Member Howell, for Staff to execute the contract with Infrastructure Management Group, Inc., to conduct a financial performance audit of terminal operators.

Motion passed.

Chairman Miller advised we would go back to the Global Construction item.

President Dale advised Counsel had received the faxed letter from U. S. Fire & Casualty and would comment.

Counsel advised he had a letter from John W. Morris, McElroy, Deutch & Mulvaney, LLP, in New Jersey affirming that U. S. Fire & Casualty is willing to execute the Supplemental Agreement Number 1.  As indicated previously, Scott Ronning, Global Construction Managers, Inc., had already signed the agreement.  

Counsel asked for Board approval of Supplemental Agreement Number 1.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, to approve Supplemental Agreement Number 1 between the Sanford Airport Authority, Global Construction Managers, Inc., and U. S. Fire Insurance Company, as recommended.

Motion passed.

President Dale asked Counsel if, following procedure, he would recommend we get U.S. Fire & Casualty to sign the agreement first and forward it back to the Authority for the Chairman’s signature.

Counsel advised he thought the Chairman could sign the agreement today.  We have a letter from U.S. Fire & Casualty’s attorney, John W. Morris, indicating that they will sign the agreement.

President Dale advised he misspoke.  The agreement was for the President’s signature.

Counsel advised he thought the motion was to approve entering into the Supplemental Agreement.

It was agreed that President Dale could sign the contract because the Authority has the letter from U.S. Fire & Casualty’s attorney indicating that they will sign the agreement.
