1. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 8:35 a.m.

Chairman Miller introduced and welcomed Mayor Lessard and Al Grieshaber.

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING HELD ON JUNE 25, 2003 AND THE REGULAR MEETING HELD ON JULY 15, 2003 

Motion by Board Member Gibson, seconded by Board Member Robertson, to approve minutes of the special meeting held on June 25, 2003.

Motion passed.

Motion by Board Member Robertson, seconded by Board Member Gibson, to approve minutes of the regular meeting held on July 15, 2003.

Motion passed.
3. PRESIDENT’S REPORT

President Dale reported on the following:

a) Closing of taxi-lane at T-hangars and Gate 24

b) Ground Noise Study Update

c) Contaminated soil

d) Cowen property extension until September 15, 2003

e) Department of Motor Vehicles

f) Grant Anticipation Loan paid off

g) Master Plan/ Comprehensive Plan

h) Budget Resolution

i) Tower award

j) Marketing Promotion

President Dale requested Jack Dow report on the closing of taxi-lane.

Jack Dow, Vice President of Operations and Maintenance, briefed the Board regarding safety issues in the area of the taxi-lane and Gate 24.

President Dale recommended the Board follow Jack Dow’s recommendation and approve closing the taxi-lane for safety purposes.  The closure would affect four hangars.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell,  to approve closing of taxi-lane at T-hangars and Gate 24 as recommended.

Discussion ensued.

Motion passed.

Jack Dow, Vice President of Operations and Maintenance, advised one of the considerations at this mornings SANAC meeting would be discussion on two noise proposals.  The Part 150 Study completed over a year ago dealt with aviation related noises airborne, primarily with arrivals and departures.  There was some discussion regarding ground noise but not too much.  Subsequent to that residents in certain areas have continued to make their voices known of the loud noises that might be emanating from the southwest ramp.  The SANAC Committee would be discussing two different proposals at their meeting this date and offering a recommendation for consideration by the Board at the September Board Meeting.  

Discussion ensued.

President Dale requested approval for award of bid for irrigation and landscaping of the fountain park drainage pond located on Airport Boulevard, which would drain the Airport’s commercial park, to Sanford Irrigation, Inc., in the amount of $89,735.00, subject to provision of a construction bond.  He further requested authorization to sign the documents and proceed.

Discussion ensued.

Counsel advised he was hearing that the Board would be awarding the contract.  He advised he would ask the President to attach to the minutes the results of the bid tabulations so they would be in the public record.  If the Board is comfortable at this time in awarding the bid, they can award the bid authorizing the president to enter into a contract.

A copy of bid documents is attached to and made a part of these minutes.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, approving award of bid for irrigation and landscaping of the fountain park drainage pond located on Airport Boulevard to Sanford Irrigation, Inc., in the amount of $89,735.00, subject to provision of construction bond, and authorization for the President to sign documents and proceed as recommended.

Motion passed.

Discussion regarding contaminated soil at the construction site of the Supervisor of Elections office on Mellonville and Airport Boulevard.   The Authority cleaned up the site under the auspices of state regulations. 

Discussion regarding Brownfield funding.

President Dale requested approval of an extension of the Mary Cowan land purchase to September 15, 2003, due to title problems that Counsel is working out.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, approving extension of the Cowan land purchase to September 15, 2003, as recommended.

Motion passed.

President Dale advised the DMV has agreed that they have outgrown their facility on Airport Boulevard and to look for a new location.  They are currently on a month-to-month lease.  Staff would be working closely with the DMV to meet their needs and to make the area of their current location as safe as possible for DMV customers as well as other traffic traveling Airport Boulevard in that vicinity.  Toward that end, he recommended posting a 20 mph speed limit and other safety advisory signs as well for the safety of pedestrian traffic in that area.

Discussion ensued.  

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Glenn, authorizing the President to post 20 mph signs and other safety advisory signs between Mellonville Avenue and Carrier Avenue.

Counsel advised in the tendered month to month lease we have indicated that we are going to require DMV employees to monitor parking at their facility so as to resolve trespass and safe passage for their clients.  If at any time the President determines that it is not safe and they are not monitoring as required, the Authority has the right to terminate their lease.  That is what is on the table right now for consideration by their counsel.  The action today would be to ratify what had already been done by posting the speed limit and advisory signs.  The concept we are trying to accomplish is to do whatever we can to protect the Airport Authority from liability on its own roadways and at the same time we do not want to draft a document that admits there is exposure there.

Motion passed.

President Dale advised the Authority’s grant anticipation loan had been paid off and was now at zero balance.

President Dale requested that Bryant Garrett, VP of Finance, brief the Board on financials.

Discussion ensued.

President Dale briefed the Board on the Master Plan and the Comprehensive Plan submission to the City and County for adoption.  The City has adopted the plan and forwarded it to DCA.  The County Commission would vote on August 26, 2003.   

President Dale requested affirmation by the Board on the passing of the budget resolution at the Authority’s Budget Workshop on July 15, 2003.  He advised the Authority would meet jointly with the City of Sanford on August 25, 2003, at 4:00 p.m. for presentation of the Authority’s Budget for FY 2003/2004.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, affirming passage of the budget resolution at the Authority’s Budget Workshop on July 15, 2003. 

Discussion by Counsel regarding policy of action taken in a public workshop.  There had been confusion by staff as to their attendance in order to record action taken.  The recorder was running, as it should, in a public meeting, but as a policy matter, the question is whether the Board wants to be able to take action at work sessions or not.

Discussion ensued.

Counsel advised the Board could take action at any publicly noticed meeting.  He was trying to clarify for other people whether during a work session action can be taken so that they might want to be in attendance to record the action.  Other boards do not take action during a work session.  They work through issues to take to a regular board meeting for recorded action.  

Board Member Glenn advised in her opinion it was a good thing to come to consensus at a work session and reaffirm action at the next regular meeting.

It was the consensus of the Board that the Board would come to discuss and come to consensus at work sessions and reaffirm action taken at the next regular board meeting.

Discussion continued.

Counsel advised what he was hearing was that if there was to be action taken a special effort for proper notice would be taken.

Motion passed.

President Dale advised he was very pleased to announce that the Sanford Tower had once again received an award for operational efficiency, employee moral, professionalism, etc.  He congratulated the Tower Manager, advising that the Authority and Jack Dow, in particular, have a very good working relationship with the Tower.  He advised with consensus from the Board he would write a letter of congratulations to Tower.

Discussion ensued.

President Dale recommended that the Authority hire Larry Vershel Communications, Inc., recommended by Board Member Longstaff, to work for the Authority in promotional marketing and press releases.

Board Member Longstaff briefed the Board regarding the recommendation.

Discussion ensued. 

Motion seconded by Board Member Glenn, approving hiring Larry Vershel Communications, Inc., to work for the Authority in promotional marketing and press releases.

Discussion by Board Member Robertson regarding his perception that the name of the Airport needed to be changed back to Sanford Orlando International Airport.  That would be our biggest marketing tool we could ever do.  His motion had been tabled now for several years to change the name back to Sanford Orlando International Airport.

Discussion ensued.

Counsel requested clarification of the motion.  

It was decided there was no motion, only a second.  There is no motion on the floor.

President Dale advised no motion was needed, only consensus of the Board.

Consensus received.

4. EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Board Member Glenn advised Daytona Beach International Airport had just received nearly $4 million from the FAA for construction.

Discussion and clarification of Delta Connection lease.

5. COUNSEL’S REPORT

Counsel reported on the following:

a) Takvorian condemnation case

b) $1.5 million line of credit with Bank of America expired on June 30, 2003.  There is a second extension being discussed through June 2004.
Bryant Garrett recommended the Authority approve extension of the line of credit with Bank of America for one and/or two years and authorize payment of the annual fee in the amount of  $3,700.

Discussion ensued.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, to enter into a second modification and extension agreement for up to two years and authorize the Chairman and Secretary to execute the documents.

Motion passed.

c) Authorization for $3.5 million loan from Bank of America

Counsel advised at the last board meeting the Board authorized a loan with Bank of America for $3.5 million for several projects that are in the budget.  He requested Bryant Garret to update the Board on what happened subsequent to Board authorization to go to the bank and negotiate on behalf of the Board.  Once the Board is briefed on the terms of the loan he recommended approval with authorization for the Chairman and Secretary to execute the documents.

Bryant Garrett briefed the Board.  He advised the interest rate was locked in at this point at 4.62% interest; the loan would be for twenty years; the closing for this loan would be on or before September 1, 2003.  Seminole County and Seminole County Sheriff’s Office leases would be pledged for the loan.  He recommended authorization to enter into an agreement with Bank of America for the loan and authorize the Chairman and Secretary/Treasurer to execute the documents.

Discussion ensued.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Howell, approving entering into agreement for the loan with Bank of America for $3.5 million at 4.62% interest, as well as authorization for the Chairman and Secretary to execute the necessary documents, as recommended.

Motion passed.

d) Counsel requested approval to hire the firm of Squire Sanders 

to give staff a tax opinion.

Counsel advised there has to be a tax opinion with the $3.5 million loan.  He recommended hiring Squire Sanders to give the tax opinion.

Motion by Board Member Glenn, seconded by Board Member Robertson, authorizing the employment of the firm of Squire Sanders to act as the Authority’s tax counsel in this matter, at a cost of $8,000.

Motion passed.

6. LIAISON REPORTS

Mayor Lessard reported on the “State of the City” and introduced Sanford’s new City Manager, Al Grieshaber, Jr.  

The Board thanked Mayor Lessard and welcomed Mr. Grieshaber.

Discussion ensued. 

7. TBI REPORT

Larry Gouldthorpe, President, TBI, reported on the following:

a) July statistics are looking very good

b) UK traffic up 20% over July 2003

c) International market up 4% over last year

d) Domestic up 25%

e) PanAm, Southeast and TMA outperformed expectations

f) New service by TMA, Southeast, and Jetsgo beginning this fall

g) Parking enhancements

Mr. Gouldthorpe briefed the Board regarding parking solutions and recommended increasing the fee in the short term Lot A to $12.00 per day, leaving the fee for long term parking in Lot B at $7.00 per day, and development of a dual use long term lot at Lot C with a fee of $8.00 per day.  The cost associated with converting Lot C to dual use and providing a parking attendant would be $150,000 and would be paid by OSD.  

Discussion regarding complaints received about the kiosk and other parking problems.

Counsel advised the Authority has a management agreement with OSD that allows them to manage the parking lots.  Agreements would need to be drawn up for Lot A and B.  Lot C is part of the OSI leasehold.  We will need to work on some issues to be dealt with in the next thirty days.  Existing documents would need to be modified.

Chairman Miller advised Staff would work with Counsel and OSI/OSD on the agreements, which would be brought back at the September meeting.

Motion by Board Member Longstaff, seconded by Board Member Robertson, approving parking rates for Lot A (Short Term) at $12.00 per day and Lot B (Economy) to remain the same at $7.00 per day, and the new lot (Value) at $8.00.

Discussion continued.

Motion passed.

h)  Re-naming parking lots to Short-term at $12.00 per day, Value at  $8.00 per day, and Economy at $7.00

i) Thanks to the Board and Staff for their support on INS issues

Discussion by Board Member Pieters regarding service at Sanford by other well-known carriers.

President Dale thanked the Board for their solid support when staff had to take on the INS bureaucracy.

8. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Discussion by Chairman Miller regarding the INS situation.

Chairman Miller advised the President’s annual review was coming up and the procedure would be the same as in previous years.

Chairman Miller advised the Authority would meet jointly with the City of Sanford on August 25, 2003, at 4:00 p.m. in Commission Chambers for presentation of the Authority’s budget.

B. Consider approval of Lease Number 2003-25 with the Seminole County Sheriff’s Office for a 22,680 square foot office/classroom building, to be constructed by the SAA at the southeast corner of the intersection of Mellonville Avenue and 28th Street

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2003-25 with the Seminole County Sheriff’s Office for a 22,680 square foot office/classroom building, to be constructed by the SAA at the southeast corner of the intersection of Mellonville Avenue and 28th Street.  The term is for five (5) years, with five (5) additional 5-year options.  The lease consists of 22,680 square feet at $6.99 per square foot.  The annual rent is $158,533.20; the monthly rent is $13,211.10, effective upon the date of issuance of the certificate of occupancy.  The rent shall be adjusted annually in the first 5-year option period by three percent (3%), and by no more than 3% annually in the remaining option periods.  

C. Consider approval of Lease Number 2003-26 with the Seminole Sheriff’s Office for a 10,000 square foot office/vehicle and equipment storage building and 9,600 square foot pole barn, to be constructed by the SAA on the property located immediately south of the Sheriff’s Hangar at 500 Don Knight Lane

Staff recommended approval of Lease Number 2003-26 with the Seminole County Sheriff’s Office for a 10,000 square foot office/vehicle and equipment storage building and 9,600 square foot pole barn, to be constructed by the SAA on the property located immediately south of the Sheriff’s Hangar at 500 Don Knight Lane.  The term is for five (5) years, with five (5) additional 5-year options.  The lease consists of 10,000 square feet at $4.65 per square foot, and 9,600 square feet at $2.00 per square foot.  The annual rent is $65,700.00; the monthly rent is $5,475.00, effective upon the date of issuance of the certificate of occupancy.  The rent shall be adjusted annually in the first 5-year option period by three percent (3%), and by no more than 3% annually in the remaining option periods.
D. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-17 with Samuel B. and Rhonda Hollingsworth for Building 302 (a residence), located at 2836 Aileron Circle

Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-17 with Samuel B. and Rhonda Hollingsworth for Building 302 (a residence), located at 2836 Aileron Circle.  The term is for one (1) additional year, effective August 1, 2003. The annual rent is $8,100.00, an annual increase of $300.00; the monthly rent is $675.00.

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease Number 2003-09 with Kevin McDonough for property located at 2890 Navigator Avenue (site of the old tennis courts). Addendum A reduces the square footage leased from 93,846.8 to 32,500 square feet, effective August 1, 2003.  The annual rent is $7,475.00, an annual decrease of $14,109.76; the monthly rent is $622.92.
F. Consider approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-23 with Mark J. Riordan for Building 300N (a residence), located at 3104 Rudder Circle. 
Staff recommended approval of Addendum B to Lease Number 2001-23 with Mark J. Riordan for Building 300N (a residence), located at 3104 Rudder Circle.  Addendum B extends the term for one (1) additional year, effective September 1, 2003.  The annual rent is $6,600.00, an increase of $300.00; the monthly rent is $550.00.

G. Consider closing of the north end of a T-hangar taxi lane for safety reasons
Jack Dow, Vice President of Operations, briefed the Board regarding the need for closing the north end of a taxi lane.

Discussion ensued.

Motion passed.

Jack Dow briefed the Board regarding ground noise from run-ups and advised the SANAC would be addressing those concerns.

President Dale advised he signed the task order and would ask that the Board approve the action taken.

Motion by Board Member Glenn, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, reaffirming action taken by President Dale in execution of Task Order 19 with PBS&J for environmental assessment of airport capacity enhancement alternatives as recommended.

Motion passed.

2) Consider acceptance of a Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation for environmental assessment of airport capacity enhancement alternatives

Executive Vice President White advised we received another unexpected Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement with the Florida Department of Transportation, which is part of the flexible funding for various security projects.  We have found one grant that has excess funds in it so we have requested that FDOT modify grant number 411078-1-94-01.  This is a Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement Number 2, which increases the state funding for 100% ($41,310.) bringing the total of IS cost of our security project to $2,620,397.28. 

Staff recommended acceptance of the Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement Number 411078-1-94-01 and authorize the Chairman to execute the documents.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Longstaff, accepting Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement Number 411078-1-94-01 and authorize the Chairman to execute the documents.   

Motion passed.

Discussion by Board Member Longstaff regarding Tracy Forrest’s project.

Discussion by Board Member Glenn regarding individual and/or group donations by the Board of $200.00 to the Sanford Airport Memorial Committee to be utilized for an irrigation well.

Board Member Glenn advised to her knowledge this Board has never, as individuals or a group, given any kind of donation toward the SAMC facility.  She suggested Board Members be solicited for a $200.00 tax-deductible donation.  Perhaps have the Vice President of Finance draw up some kind of invoice or solicitation to send to each Board Member.  

Discussion ensued.

Board Member Glenn advised there should be some recognition by Board Members of the effort put forward by Jack Dow and all of the Sanford Airport Memorial Committee.

Discussion by Board Member Glenn regarding a monthly report grouping type of facility and tenants and what type of service they perform at the Airport.

Discussion by Board Member Glenn regarding incentives offered to tenants for renewals.

Discussion by Chairman Miller regarding authorization for construction of a pole barn by the Sheriff’s Office for storage of their aquatic equipment near the Sheriff’s hangar on Don Knight Lane, and how that kind of structure fit the criteria of the Airport’s Masterplan.

Discussion by Counsel regarding the MPO Agreement.  

Discussion by Counsel regarding the President’s review process and avoidance of Sunshine issues.   

Board Member Robertson advised he would be bringing discussion regarding changing the name of the Airport back to Sanford Orlando International Airport to the table at the next board meeting.
