Mayor Lessard advised the Sanford Airport Authority’s Chairman and President would conduct a brief meeting.

Chairman Miller advised a quorum was present and introduced Authority Board Members and Staff at 7:10 p.m.

President Dale presented airport statistics.

1. CONSENT AGENDA 

A. Consider approval of Addendum C to Lease No. 2001-31 with Lee and Vickie Conner, for the property located at 3010 Cameron Avenue (residence).

Item A was withdrawn from the agenda.

B. Consider approval of Addendum C to Lease No. 2001-23 with Mark J. Riordan, for the property located at 3104 Rudder Circle (residence).

Staff recommended approval of Addendum C to Lease No. 2001-23 with Mark J. Riordan, for the property located at 3104 Rudder Circle (residence). Addendum C extends the lease for one (1) year, effective September 1, 2004.  The annual rental rate is $6,900.00, an increase of $300.00; the monthly payment is $575.00.

C. Consider approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2003-35 with Transmeridian Airlines, Inc., for 3,000 square feet of warehouse space in Building No. 502-2B, 280 square feet of office space in Building No. 502-3, and 22,875 square feet of ramp (Cargo Centre).   

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2003-35 with Transmeridian Airlines, Inc. for 3,000 square feet of warehouse space in Building No. 502-2B, 280 square feet of office space in Building No. 502-3, and 22,875 square feet of ramp (Cargo Centre).  Addendum A extends the lease term for one (1) year, effective September 1, 2004, under the same terms and conditions.  The annual rent is $25,680.00; the monthly rent is $2,140.00.

The tenant is an airline company.

D. Consider approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2001-22 with Broadway Services, for 1,955 square feet of Building No. 13, located at 2885 Mellonville Avenue [office/warehouse].

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2001-22 with Broadway Services, for 1,955 square feet of Building No. 13, located at 2885 Mellonville Avenue (office/warehouse).   Addendum A extends the lease term for three (3) additional years, effective September 1, 2004.  The annual rental rate is $9,775.00, an increase of $977.50; the monthly rate is $814.58.

Note:  The tenant is a refrigerant recovery equipment repair company.
E. Consider approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2003-30 with Streetwize, Inc. for Building No. 515-8,9, located at 2800-2806 Mellonville Avenue (Airport Enterprise Center).

Staff recommended approval of Addendum A to Lease No. 2003-30 with Streetwize, Inc., for Building No. 515-8,9, located at 2800-2806 Mellonville Avenue (Airport Enterprise Center).  Addendum A extends the lease term for one (1) year, effective August 1, 2004.  The building consists of 2,940 square feet at $5.25 per square foot.  The annual rent is $15,435.00, an increase of $735.00; the monthly rent is $1,286.25.

Note: The tenant is a motorcycle repair shop.

F. Approval of Task Order for ramp project  

Task Order #3 scope of work is described as the professional services necessary for the Design services for a new Commercial Aircraft Common Use Aviation Apron.  It is further described as 600’ x 350’ and designed to support large heavy air carrier aircraft, including B-727, B-757, B-767, and the Airbus 330.

The work is generally described as the design of a new commercial aircraft common use aviation apron.

Apron Pavement

The new maintenance/general aviation apron will be 600’ x 350’ and will be designed to support heavy aircraft including the B-727, B-757, B767, and the Airbus 330.  The apron will be constructed of a bituminous surface course with a lime rock base course constructed over a stabilized sub base.  A single access connector from the new apron to Taxiway A will be designed to accommodate Design Group II and IV aircraft.  The pavement structure will be designed in accordance with FAA A/C 150/5320-6 latest edition at time of contract execution.

Apron Edge Lighting
Edge lighting will be designed including radial lights for the connector to Taxiway A and perimeter edge lighting for the apron.  Edge lighting will be designed in accordance with FAA AC 150/5340-24 latest edition at time of contract execution.

Signage
Guidance signs will be designed for the intersection of the apron and Taxiway A.  Signage will be designed in accordance with FAA AC 150/5340-18C latest edition at time of contract execution.
Basic Services include engineering, preliminary design and final design phase at a lump sum fee of $174,000.

The cost of the task order is to be front-funded from SAA Reserves, then replaced when the 2005 FAA entitlement grant is issues.  This grant is anticipated no later than March 2005.  Only the Design will be front funded.  The construction will no occur until the grant is issued.  FAA grant expenses can be occurred prior to the issuance of the FAA grant when it is an entitlement grant. 
 
Staff recommended approval of the Task Order #3.
G. Consider authorization for President to:

1) Sign letter releasing Dobson’s Woods & Water, Inc., from contract for Landscaping and Irrigation of new Airport Entrance; and

2) Execute contract with Girard Environmental Services, Inc. in the amount of $212,212.27 for Landscaping and Irrigation of new Airport Entrance.

On March 3, 2004, Dobson’s Woods & Water, Inc. was issued a Notice of Award as the apparent successful bidder in the amount of $204,642.00 for the scope of work related to landscaping and irrigation of the new Airport Entrance.  On March 15, 2004, the corresponding contract between Dobson’s and the SAA was fully executed.  

Dobson’s has recently indicated that it wishes to withdraw from the project, due to sod removal that they said they had not included in their bid.  Their additional cost to the SAA for the sod removal would be $15,600.00 and is unacceptable.     I have been in contact with the second lowest qualified bidder, Girard Environmental Services, Inc.  Girard is willing to honor their bid and complete the work, at a cost of $212,212.27.    

President Dale requested authorization from the Board to:

1) Sign a letter releasing Dobson’s Woods & Water, Inc. from the contract for Landscaping and Irrigation of new Airport Entrance; and

2) Execute the contract with Girard Environmental Services, Inc. in the amount of $212,212.27 for Landscaping and Irrigation of new Airport Entrance.

H. Approve Airport Authority budget for fiscal year 2004/2005 by resolution

Approval of the Airport Authority’s budget for fiscal year 2004/2005 by resolution was requested.

Motion by Board Member Howell, seconded by Board Member Gibson, to approve the Consent Agenda as presented.
